




























































































COMPLETE ARCHIVES OF JACK’S BOOK

306. The complete archives of Barry Gifford and Lawrence

Lee’s recently published “oral biography” of Jack Kerouac,
Jack’s Book (New York: St. Martin's Press, 1978, 340 pp.)
amounting to some 274 separate documents and several
thousand pages of material. Included in the archives are:

—all correspondence with people interviewed for the book
—consent to publication documents

—original cassettes of the recorded interviews, containing
much material never transcribed or published

—the unedited transcripts of the interviews
—correspondence with those ultimately not interviewed for
the book

—all drafts of the book, including several complete drafts
with comments and corrections by interviewees
—photographs, copies of Kerouae correspondence, miscel-
laneous items

Most of the material in the archives was edited before pub-
lication, and in a number of cases highly important infor-
mation was deleted because of potentially libellous
revelations made about living persons. Those interviewed
for the book include David Amram, William Burroughs,
Carolyn Cassady, Gregory Corso, Malcolm Cowley, Lucien
Carr, Robert Duncan, Allen Ginsberg, Michael McClure,
Peter Orlovsky, Gary Snyder, Gore Vidal, Philip Whalen,
Lawrence Ferlinghetti and many others. Furthermore, all
correspondence between the authors and their publisher
and lawyers is present.

Especially notable in the archive are a 444 pp. unrevised
pre-publication draft of Jack’s Book which was sent to Ca-
rolyn Cassady for her comments, heavily annotated and
corrected by her throughout, the 16 pp. revised interview
transcript of William Burroughs and various consent forms
(including modified versions, all written and signed by
Burroughs), a portion of the master manuscript of Jack’s
Book with Cowley’s holograph corrections throughout, the
43 pp. master manuscript of the Lucien Carr interview with
his holograph alterations and comments throughout and
the revised 76 pp. manusecript incorporating these changes.
Also present is the 62 pp. revised transcript of Allen Gins-
berg’s interview together with cover letters from Ginsberg
and the final 36 pp. master manuseript. Two revised trans-
cripts of the Gary Snyder interview are present, along with
correspondence surrounding Snyder's denial of consent to
publish passages in the interview. Gore Vidal’s signed con-
sent form and three different versions of the edited inter-
view transcript are included. Interview transcripts of
Ferlinghetti (42 pp.), John Montgomery (22 pp.), Victor
Wong (28 pp.), Ed White (68 pp.), Peter Orlovsky (35 pp.),
LuAnne Henderson (86 pp.), Carolyn Cassady (73 pp.) and
many others are also in the archive. The original tapes of
